The width of the quilts should be no more than 50" for the older kids. These quilts are just for loving and dragging

around, not for their beds. These are approximate sizes. We frequently have children that are only one year apart in

the same family, so it is nice if the 3-year-old child has a quilt that is smaller than a 4-year-old sibling, for example.

We will happily accept any quilt, but these suggested sizes make it easier to have the right size and age appropriate

quilt available.

40"- 45" wide & 48"- 60" long in kid friendly fabrics (https://quiltsbeyondborders.wordpress.com for more information)

Nursing Home Throws and Wheelchair Quilts:
Suggested sizes for wheelchair 38"-40" wide by 40"-46" long and for lap 50"-55" wide by 60"-70" long. (However, we
will find homes for any size you make.) We need patriotic quilts for veterans. Their eyes light up when they see them
and appreciate their service being recognized.

Twin and larger size quilts will be used for disaster relief.
